Easy & Accessible Transportation
Travel into the riverfront city is easier than ever before
through the recently expanded Bradley International Airport,
which was recognized by Newsweek as one of the nation’s top
boutique airports. Just 10 minutes from downtown Hartford,
Bradley International Airport services 19 commercial carriers
with nearly 300 national and international flights daily.

Downtown’s Union Station provides rail connections to Amtrak
and MetroNorth, as well as serves as the transportation hub
to major bus lines.
